Energy and financial analysis of energy efficiency measures and distributed renewable energy systems for the single family portion of UC Davis West Village (343 homes).

Members of the team shall have relevant experience and the ability to work with a highly diverse team of constituents within a university setting or with other public clients.  

The University is seeking a consulting team that will form a creative partnership with the Campus to provide energy strategies responsive to the University’s needs. Relevant qualifications shall include proven experience in energy and financial analysis, ability to identify regulatory and/or legislative policy changes related to energy and support UC Davis efforts to effect needed changes.

Relevant Project Experience (9 pages maximum)

Evidence of project team’s proven experience in energy conservation measures, energy and financial analysis and modeling, and programming. Project Responsiveness (1 page maximum)

Qualifications of Project Manager (1 page maximum)

Evidence of the Project Manager’s experience and expertise in similar projects and a description of the Project Manager’s level of responsibility and decision making authority within the firm.

Experience of Sub-consultants (1 page maximum per sub-consultant)

Evidence of sub-consultant’s proven experience in the programming, design and construction administration of energy systems and facilities.  Include qualifications for the following disciplines if not provided in-house:

Coordination, Supervision and Production Capability (1 page maximum)

Evidence of ability to provide comprehensive project management during all phases of the project,   including ability to coordinate the work of internal staff and consultants, complete all design phases according to schedule and budget, and produce documents of superior quality.

Provide a list of all key individual staff and consultants on the project team proposed for this project, indicating firm, name and title.  Briefly describe each individual's role.
